MINUTES FROM THE PUBLIC HEARING
REGARDING CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT
FOR THE DELCUA PROPERTY AND TEXT CHANGES 
TO THE ZONING CODE
Thursday, March 24, 2011
Clerk Woppert opened the hearing at 6:40 pm in President Soneberg’s absence.
--Motion made by Trustee K. Peterson seconded by Trustee R. Peterson to have Trustee Treichel chair the public hearing.  Motion carried.

Those present from the Board were Trustees K. Peterson, R. Peterson, Conn, and Treichel.  President Soneberg, Trustees Fickau and Heinemann were excused.  Those present from the Plan Commission were Commissioners Bushman, Strickler, Stadler, Bennett.  Also present were Engineer Smith, Planner Censky, Fire Inspector Bronk, and Clerk Woppert.

Trustee Treichel started the hearing by reading the notice.  There are four separate hearings being heard tonight.

The first hearing is to hear public input on a conditional use permit for Deluca/Hartman Construction located at W230 S7065 Guthrie School Road, to expand their parking lot. Planner Censky gave an overview of the request.  Trustee Treichel asked for comments.
· Trustee Keith Peterson asked how this expansion would impact the road itself.

· Commissioner Strickler asked if we had done any work to that road in the past.

· Commissioner Stadler asked if there would be more water run-off if the parking area was expanded.

The following comments came from the public:

· Sherry Jacobi, W229 S7030 Guthrie School Rd.-Anything that is put on the top of the hill will run down toward her property.  She wanted to know if any salt was going to be stored, because she was afraid of it leaching into the ground.  She also wanted to know if they were adding more vehicles.  She said there is a lot of traffic on the road now.  The road is deteriorating and she feels they should come out on National Ave instead of Guthrie School.
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· Carol Shea, P.O. Box 6, Sheldon WI 54766- She wanted to know if there would be any ingress/egress before coming off the road.  She said the Board/Commission may want to consider that.
Trustee Treichel asked three more times for any comments.  Hearing none, he asked for a motion to close the first hearing.
--Motion made by Commissioner Bennett seconded by Commissioner Stadler to close the first public hearing.  Motion carried.

The next hearing was in regards to text changes to section 16.08(3) of the zoning code regarding private drives being permitted when serving multiple parcels and/or buildings, subject to approval of the Plan Commission.  Planner Censky gave the overview of what the changes would be.  Trustee Treichel asked for comments.

· Commissioner Strickler said that the Village already has several properties that share a private drive.

· Trustee K. Peterson thinks this is a great idea.

· Fire Inspector Bronk said he believes the drives should be no more than two properties on a drive and that the drive should be wide enough for fire trucks to get in and out without problems.

· Commissioner Bushman said there could be a potential problem with traffic if there are too many homes on a private drive.

· Planner Censky said that each case could be looked at individually by the Plan Commission.

Trustee Treichel then opened the floor to comments.  He asked three times.  Hearing none, this hearing was closed.

The third hearing was to hear comments on changes to sections 16.18(9) and 16.18(10) of the zoning code, relating to temporary signs and illumination of signs respectively.  Planner Censky again gave an overview and Trustee Treichel opened the floor for comments.

· Craig Lake, S87 W23675 Edgewood Ave-asked if the lighting could be shielded on a case by case basis.

· Trustee Conn thought that only allowing a subdivision to have their sign for one year was too restrictive.

Trustee Treichel asked three more times for comments.  Hearing none, this hearing was closed.
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The fourth and last hearing was to hear comments on changes to Section 16.41(2) or 16.41(4) of the zoning code relating to permitted uses and conditional uses for the I-1 district.  Planner Censky gave an overview and explained that when the Commission looked at this one, they would need to decide if they want to pass one or the other.
Trustee Treichel then opened the floor to comments.  
· Carol Shea, P.O. Box 6, Sheldon WI 54766-she is a business owner in the I-1 district and she doesn’t have a problem with asking prospective tenants for a conditional use, if that is the way the Commission wishes to go.

Trustee Treichel asked three more times for comments. Hearing none, he asked to have the three hearings on text changes to the zoning code, closed.

--Motion made by Commissioner Bushman seconded by Commissioner Strickler to adjourn the public hearings for text changes to the zoning code.   Motion carried.   

--Motion made by Trustee R. Peterson seconded by Trustee Conn to adjourn the public hearings for text changes to the zoning code.   Motion carried.  
Public hearings adjourned at 7:40 pm.
