· The Commission is looking into placing a 20 X 20 ft. slab, fenced and gated, for grass clippings, leaves, and garden waste only.  This would give the Village a more manageable pile that could be easily hauled away by the DPW.
· The Commission is still waiting for quotes on crushed concrete for the bike path.
· The Commission is working on an ordinance, signs, fee box, stickers, and envelopes for the boat launch.  They asked the Board’s opinion on what to charge.  
· The new estimate for Edgewood is $910,000.
