September 1, 2011
The meeting was called to order at 7:05 pm.  Those present were Trustees Fickau, Heinemann, Conn, Treichel, K. Peterson, R. Peterson, President Soneberg,  Attorney Schober and Clerk Woppert.   
President Soneberg opened the meeting with a moment of silence for former employee and dear friend Jo Ann DeCleene, who passed away earlier in the week.  

--Motion made by Trustee Heinemann seconded by Trustee R. Peterson to dispense with the reading of August 4, 2011, Board minutes.  Motion carried.

--Motion made by Trustee Conn seconded by Trustee Heinemann to approve the August 4, 2011, Board minutes.  Motion carried.
--Motion made by Trustee Fickau seconded by Trustee R. Peterson to dispense with the reading of August 25, 2011, Public Hearing minutes.  Motion carried.

--Motion made by Trustee Treichel seconded by Trustee Conn to approve the August 25, 2011, Public Hearing minutes as amended.  Motion carried.
President’s Report –

Unfinished Business 
1.
Discussion and possible approval of surveillance camera for the cold 
storage building.  This was temporarily skipped until Mr. Walter Koshen from 
Assurity Video Surveillance, arrived to give the Board a demonstration.
While the Board waited for Mr. Koshen, President Soneberg presented Police Chief Hartert with an award he had been given by the Mukwonago Rotary Club.
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2.
Discussion and possible approval of yard waste policy.  DPW Superintendent 
Johnson told the Board the only problem they are having now, is brush and yard 
waste are being mixed.  They need to go to two different sites so they have to be 
kept separated.  Superintendent Johnson suggested the Village use the cement 
blocks from the Rumble to form a temporary three sided enclosure for fall leafs and 
yard waste, and keep the chipper on dumpster day for the brush.  The enclosure 
would hold two dump trucks of debris.  When it is full, the Village can haul it to the 
disposal site.  The only cost to the Village would be the fuel for the trucks.
--Motion made by Trustee R. Peterson seconded by Trustee Conn, for this season, to try the three sided enclosure for yard waste, with the Village hauling it away.  Motion carried.
3.
Discussion and possible action regarding a joint Public Safety Committee to 
discuss a siren system for the Village and Town.  The Public Safety Committee 
from the Town of Vernon would like the Village’s blessing to form a joint committee 
between the Village Public Safety and the Town’s, to discuss the possibility of 
sharing a siren system.  The Village thought it was a good idea to start doing 
something jointly.
--Motion made by Trustee K. Peterson seconded by President Soneberg, by discussions, to allow our Public Safety Committee and Town’s form a joint committee to explore every avenue for a joint siren/warning system.  Motion carried.
New Business

Discussion and possible approval of a contract with the Waukesha Braves.


Mr. Gary Gabert, from the Braves, gave a brief overview of what they would like to accomplish with our fields.  They also gave the Board a letter of intent they would like to have signed tonight.  Attorney Schober advised against signing at this point.

Metal, W224 S8585 Industrial Dr.

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 At this point, the Board had a presentation on the camera.  They asked Mr. Koshen  if there was a camera that would be able to zoom in on license plates.  He said there was and that he would get them another quote with that information added.

Discussion and possible approval of Ordinance 2001-08, Boat Launch 
Fees.
After some discussion, the Board decided to change number 4 to be 
a straight $5.00 launch fee.


--Motion made by Trustee Heinemann seconded by Trustee Treichel to approve Ordinance 2001-08, Boat Launch Fees, as amended to change the launch fee to $5.00 across the board.  Motion carried.
4.
Discussion and possible action regarding a joint Public Safety Committee 
to discuss a siren system for the Village and Town.  This item was taken care 
of in Unfinished Business.  

5.
Setting Trick or Treat hours.

--Motion made by Trustee Heinemann seconded by Trustee R. Peterson to hold Trick or Treat on Monday, October 31st from 6:00 pm – 8:00 pm.  Motion carried.

6.
Discussion and possible approval of Resolution 2011-05, a resolution to 
refinance the Village debt.  The Village debt can be refinanced at 3.75% for 15 
years.  Trustee Conn asked if the money for the surveillance system could be 
included.  President Soneberg said that the total amount would be $845,000 from 
Citizens Bank.  Attorney Schober said the resolution should be amended to 
reflect that.
--Motion made by Trustee Treichel seconded by Trustee Heinemann to approve Resolution 2011-05, a resolution to refinance the Village debt as amended.  Motion carried.
7.
Discussion and possible action to provide IV Tech service for the Big Bend 
Fire Department.  The Fire Department would need the support of the Board to 
go forward with this.  If the State grants it, we can save money by not using the 
Town’s paramedic intercept as often.
--Motion made by Trustee Conn seconded by Trustee Heinemann to have the Fire Department move forward with the IV Tech service.  Motion carried.

8.
Discussion and possible approval of a 2011 squad car.  Chief Hartert has 
come across a 2011 squad car for sale at a $3,000 savings.  However, after 
some research on this he found the 2013, which are coming out in 2012, will 
save 20% on fuel costs.  Plus resale value will be better because we would be 
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selling a 2013 instead of a 2011.  The Board decided to pass on purchasing a 
2011 squad.  No formal action was taken.
