


Village Board Minutes
10-06-2011

The meeting was called to order at 7:15pm By President James Soneberg.  Those present were Trustees Bob Heinemann, Mike Conn, Leah Fickau, Ron Peterson, Dave Treichel, Keith Peterson, Attorney John Schober and Treasurer Gail Vogel.  Also present were Police Chief Michael Hartert, Fire Chief John Ludwig and DPW Supervisor Tom Johnson.

The Pledge to the Flag was said.

Minutes- A motion was made by Trustee Bob Heinemann and seconded by Trustee Ron Peterson to dispense with the reading of the September 01, 2011 minutes.   Motion carried.
A motion was made by Trustee Mike Conn and seconded by Trustee Bob Heinemann to approve the September 01, 2011 minutes as presented.  Motion carried.

President’s Report- The Finance Committee has been working on the 2012 budget and they are meeting with Department heads regarding their budgets.  Interviews were held Tuesday for the Village Assessor and interviews will be held on Tuesday October 11th for the Building Inspector.  President Soneberg met with DOT regarding Hwy 164 reconstruction.  The start date is April 2013 and it will be a full reconstruction with new storm sewers.  The pavement will be concrete.

Unfinished Business	
1.  Discussion regarding the requirements of the smoking ban-  Police Chief Michael Hartert stated that he wanted to bring to the Board’s attention that a complaint was made that not all the taverns had been measured the same regarding substantial walls.  On October 4th he met with Attorney John Schober and Building Inspector Martin Montoya to review the plans of the taverns.  According to Attorney Schober the State Law as well as the explanation per the Tavern League is that if you have more than two substantial walls you do not meet the smoking ban exemption.  After a lengthy discussion it was determined that Attorney John Schober will submit a legal memo to the Village Board members and the Police Chief and the taverns will be notified.  Every time a patron is caught smoking they will be issued a $100 citation.  The tavern will be issued a $100 citation each day someone is caught smoking. 
2. Possible approval of smoking for Poor Rich’s Mill Pond- Per Building Inspector Martin Montoya, they are in compliance with the requirement with having the additional room.  According to Ordinance 2011-07 proper signage has to be posted.
3. Possible approval of smoking for Club Shamrock- Per Building Inspector Martin Montoya, they are not in compliance regarding the substantial wall requirements.  There was no decision from the Village Board.  All taverns will be put on notice once the legal memo comes from Attorney Schober.
4. Extra territorial land split for the estate of Geraldine Beatka, W224 S7250 Guthrie Drive, Town of  Vernon- The Plan Commission approved splitting 4 ½ acres from the 20 acres.  The remaining 16 acres will remain undeveloped.  A motion was made by Trustee Dave Treichel and seconded by 
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Trustee Mike Conn to approve the land division and certified survey map for W224 S7250 Guthrie Drive.  Motion carried.
5. Hours of operation for St Joseph festival- The festival committee is looking at the music to run until 11pm and last call for beer and food at 11:15pm.  It was decided that when they file the application, the requested times should be listed.  There was no Board action at this time.
6. Grievance Policy-  State Law now requires a grievance policy for employees.  The only ones that are exempt from this are the part time Police Department Officers because this is covered under their contract.  A motion was made by Trustee Keith Peterson and seconded by Trustee Dave Treichel to approve the grievance policy as presented.  Motion carried.  This is to be put in the employee handbook.
7. Ordinance 2011-07, relating to areas in which smoking is permitted in portions of public buildings- A motion was made by Trustee Ron Peterson and seconded by Trustee Bob Heinemann to approve Ordinance 2011-07 with the change in the heading of the sign from “establishment” to “Area”.  Motion carried.
8. Ordinance 2011-09, Collection and ownership of recyclable material- A motion was made by Trustee Leah Fickau and seconded by Trustee Bob Heinemann to approve Ordinance 2011-09 Collection and ownership of recyclable materials.  Motion carried.
9. Ordinance 2011-10 Parking in the Village- This is an amendment to Section 8.03(3)(c) and (e) which clarifies (c) parking within fifteen feet of a fire hydrant unless greater or lesser distance is indicated by official maker or blocking access to a fire hydrant and (e) upon any Village roadway in a manner that would impede emergency vehicle traffic.  A motion was made by Trustee Dave Treichel and seconded by Trustee Leah Fickau to approve Ordinance 2011-10 parking in the Village.  Motion carried.

Department Reports
1.  Fire Department- Fire Chief John Ludwig went over the report with the Board members.  The report will be posted.
2. Police Department- The Board members were given a copy of the report for their review.  The report will be posted.  
Sale of Police equipment at the Crime Prevention Rummage Sale- A list was given to the Board members.  A  motion was made by Trustee Leah Fickau and seconded by Trustee Mike Conn to donate the items on the list to the  Crime Prevention Committee for the rummage sale.  Motion carried.  Any items not sold, will be given back to the Department.
	
Standing Committee and Commission Reports-
1.  Finance- A motion was made by Trustee Mike Conn and seconded by Trustee Leah Fickau to approve paying the bills in the amount of $64,155.07.  Motion carried.
President Soneberg stated again that the Committee has been working on the budget and that there will be interviews for the Building Inspector on Tuesday October 11th and hopefully have a final decision for the Assessor and Building Inspector contracts at the November Board meeting.
2. Public Works- DPW Supervisor Tom Johnson stated that the yard waste drop site is open and since the brush pile area has been cleaned up there has not been any illegal dumping.  Brush pickup will be the week of October 17th.  Engineer Jim Smith is completing paperwork that has to be submitted by October 21st for the MSIP Grant for Municipal road improvements for Edgewood Avenue.  He also stated that he received a complaint from a resident regarding soap 
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[bookmark: _GoBack]bubbles in the Fox River.  The Commission will be looking into the cause of this.  The Department has 32 man hours in for fixing potholes and has used over 8 tons of asphalt and  
that should be completed this week.  Trustee Leah Fickau had questions regarding part timer Eric Pedersen’s allowed hours already used for the year; also wanted to know about the bill for $720 for the cement blocks and why the Village was paying for them.  She thought that it was the Celebrations Committee bill.  This will be discussed with the committee with splitting the cost since they are being used by both.  Tom is meeting today with Brew City Plumbing and Schroeder Plumbing for estimates for the bathroom in the new fire department building.  Tom also stated that the sign assessment has to be completed in January.  President Soneberg informed the Board that the 2013 reconstruction of Hwy 164 could also include the following side roads in the project- Orchard, Nevins, Rose, Maple, Ramona, King Parkway, Park to Mulberry (but now to Cherry) and Villa with an approximate cost just over $203,000. When he gets more information he will let the Board know.

Correspondence-
He had a letter from Independent Inspections regarding the changes in the building code.

A motion was made by Trustee Ron Peterson and seconded by Trustee Mike Conn to adjourn.  Motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at 9:50pm.
