Fire Department –

· The Chief is putting together a training committee to put together quality training sessions.
Police Department –
a. Monthly Report.  The monthly report was on the table.  There were a total of               9 Crimes, 131 Clearances (this includes traffic citations), and 290 Other Activity.

· Our department spent 5 hours and 43 minutes in the Town of Vernon last month, and 8 hours with 11 calls at Norris.
· There was a joint lock down training session at the grade school.  This was so the kids knew what to do in certain emergency situation.  Chief Hartert would like to see the same thing done at Christ Lutheran School and St. Joe’s School.
